Maximum regulation should be applied
to water supplies. Coal ash storage in coal ash ponds do not belong on Mountain Island Lake, the
water supply for Charlotte, Mt. Holly, Gastonia and all the other towns supplied by these cities.

This summer of flooding and erosion shows how fragile earthen dams are. So much shoreline has
been eroded because of flooding between 102 and104 for prolonged periods. Duke opened the
flood gates on Lake Norman on May 7.

The NC DENR's own published Principles of
Enforcement provide that "regulated entities must be made aware of the conditions for compliance, made to feel
the consequences of non-compliance, and provided an opportunity to demonstrate behavior beyond compliance.
When enforcement is necessary, it should be fair, focused, visible, and timely." The proposed settlement is a
clear, and fairly extreme, failure to follow your own standards. A minimal fine and no requirement for clean up
does not in any way cause Duke to feel the consequences of non-compliance and far from demonstrating
behavior beyond compliance, they are being given a free pass on complying at all. Not only is this
‘enforcement' unfair to the 860,000 people who depend on Mountain Island Lake as their source of drinking
water, it is hardly timely (Duke has known about this pollution for years and has done nothing to remedy it).
Respectfully, it is very difficult to comprehend how the proposed settlement amounts to an enforcement action
at all. It feels to this resident of MIL that Duke is being forgiven without penalty for years of documented
illegal pollution and is also being given overt permission to continue to pollute the lake and the groundwater
with impunity. The Duke-DENR "deal" (and it really does look and smell more like a collaboration between
DENR and Duke than a serious and sincere enforcement action by DENR) leaves 2.7 million tons of coal ash in
unlined leaking lagoons on the banks of the drinking water reservoir for Charlotte-Mecklenburg, Gastonia,
Mount Holly and other municipalities those systems serve. How can this possibly be considered progress with
respect to this issue or fulfillment of the purpose for which DENR exists?! How can more study be necessary
and productive? At a minimum there needs to be a public hearing and some explanation to the taxpayers of
how/why a $36,000 fine and no remediation requirement is the best that DENR can or will do against this multi-
billion dollar company. Why isn't Duke being required to move its coal ash away from Mountain Island Lake
and store it safely in a dry state in a lined landfill? Why isn't DENR taking immediate and meaningful action to
protect the drinking water reservoir for 860,000 people? Clean water really should not be in question in a first
world country and in the largest city in the State. If this horrible precedent - essentially that Duke is not required
to comply with environmental laws and regs - is set, how can we ever expect any other companies to comply?
Duke should absolutely not be allowed to reap all of the profits, but not incur any of the costs associated with
the process that generates this coal ash. I am required to have my household waste removed and to pay to do so.
I fail to understand why Duke isn't subject to the same requirements, especially in light of the fact that Duke's
waste has such obvious and extreme deleterious effect on so many others.

This letter is to request the sincere help of NC DENR to pursue a more socially- responsible and LEGAL settlement with
Duke Power in regards to the clean up (ie: contamination removal) from the Riverbend coal ash ponds.

As a resident within 400 steps of Mt. Island Lake, and father of a 1year old son that I hope can enjoy these waters for
many years to come, I’m very concerned with the current (paltry) settlement of only a $36,000 fine...with no plan of
action for clean-up of the current, out-dated and very dangerous coal-ash ponds that continue to contaminate the drinking
water source for the city of Charlotte. From my research, this seems to be the same type of dam/pond construction that
devastated rural communities following the 2008 TV A disaster. Just imagine the media melee’ that would occur if this
same set of circumstances occurred in the Charlotte drinking water source. This would be a media nightmare not only for
Duke—but also NC DENR--for the lack of effort and foresight warranted to prevent such a terrible situation.

I have a boat, so I have easy access to the backside of the coal ash ponds. I have seen the seepage coming down the hill
from the coal ash ponds.

I have paddleboarded down the river channel on the north end of the coal-ash ponds and
witnessed water flowing---not after heavy rains, but during hot...and dry days (even after there had been no rain for
days—so it wasn’t storm run-off—it’s SEEPAGE, and not in the area’s they have noted as ‘seepage/drainage’’ areas)....I
have noticed red/rashy area’s on my skin/ankles after walking in the sand in the area below the coal ash ponds. The
problem is real.

DUKE NEEDS TO DO THE RIGHT THING AND CLEAN-UP/REMOVE THIS COAL ASH, and eliminate the
potential for further contamination. Even since the plant has closed April 11", the coal ash piles remain—even OUTSIDE
the barriers of the ponds. Just piles sitting there, washing into the groundwater with all the heavy rains we’ve had lately.

The Southern Environmental Law Center today submitted comments to showing that the proposed settlement of illegal
pollution by Duke Energy at Mountain Island Lake does not clean up the pollution, violates the law, and fails to deter
illegal pollution by Duke Energy and others. The proposed settlement should be revised to require cleanup of the pollution
and comply with laws protecting groundwater and drinking water reservoirs.

This proposed settlement does not stop Duke’s illegal pollution or clean it up. The settlement violates North Carolina and
federal law. And it sends a signal to big polluters that they can violate the law without serious consequences.

Mountain Island Lake on the Catawba River in Gaston County is the drinking water reservoir for 860,000 people living in
Mecklenburg County, Charlotte, Gastonia, and Mount Holly. At its Riverbend plant on the banks of the lake, Duke Energy
stores 2.7 million tons of coal ash in unlined lagoons that discharge pollutants into the groundwater and that leak into the
lake. Testing by the Catawba Riverkeeper has found arsenic, cobalt, iron, and manganese in the illegal discharges.

The suit that is the subject of the proposed settlement began when the Southern Environmental Law Center sent a
required notice under the Clean Water Act to Duke and DENR informing them that it would bring an enforcement action
within 60 days for Duke’s illegal pollution. Right before the 60-day period expired, DENR brought an enforcement action in
state court, the first time it had brought such an action against Duke for its Mountain Island Lake pollution. DENR and
Duke proposed a settlement after the Southern Environmental Law Center moved to intervene in the state’s enforcement
suit. On Friday, the court granted the motion to intervene and made the Catawba Riverkeeper a party in the suit.

Protect the Catawba River and the region’s drinking water. Government and the polluter must do the right thing. The
illegal pollution must be stopped and cleaned up, to protect the river and the drinking water reservoir.

NCDENR’s primary mission is “to protect North Carolina’s environment and natural resources” which includes
regulating “the impoundment and disposal of coal ash to protect public health”. Against these criteria we find
the proposed Coal Ash settlement with Duke Energy to be seriously deficient for the following reasons:

e Documented, active risk to public health: There are nearly 3 million tons of coal ash in large unlined
lagoons on the banks of Mountain Island Lake, the drinking water reservoir for 860,000 people in the
Charlotte-Gastonia-Mount Holly region. The coal ash is separated from the lake only by earthen berms
that leak hundreds of thousands of gallons of polluted water into the Lake and groundwater. Based on
years of data documenting these problems, DENR stated in its filing that Duke’s unlawful pollution is “a
serious danger to the health, safety and welfare of the people of North Carolina” and poses “serious
harm to the water resources of the State.”

e Does not require action now: The proposed settlement asks for more assessments of the seeps and
groundwater contamination at Duke's Riverbend coal ash lagoons at Mountain Island Lake, but these
problems are already well documented and have been known for years. DENR has already said under
oath that this pollution is illegal and a threat to public health and our water supplies. The law requires
action now to stop the coal ash pollution.

e Requires a minimal (meaningless) fine for documented, persistent disregard of coal ash regulations,
including unpermitted seeps into Mt. Island Lake and nearby groundwater. This fine is below the
amount required to disclose to shareholders.

This proposed settlement looks really bad to thoughtful citizens who are aware of the good that DENR and
Duke Energy have done in this region. At the very least it looks misguided. At the worst it looks like collusion
to hide or undervalue a known and documented public risk in which those responsible for regulation and those
responsible for generating power safely are not doing their jobs. And those who should be protected are bearing
the costs of preventable pollution.
We strongly request that

e A public hearing be held on the proposed settlement

e The proposed settlement be strengthened to

o Immediately stop the unpermitted coal ash seeps into Mountain Island Lake and additional
absorption into groundwater

o Require Duke to move its coal ash away from Mountain Island Lake and store it safely in a dry
state in a lined landfill

o Take all necessary actions to protect the drinking water of those who depend on Mountain Island
Lake as their supply source
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o Impose a significant financial penalty worthy of the ongoing infractions that have occurred

For many years, the acts and omissions of the
defendant company and its corporate predecessor
been and remain notorious and egregious 1in nature. The
facts necessary to support the State's case are already
documented and/or can be established by competent and vigorous
pre-trial discovery. This
case should be pursued to judgment with appropriate
enforceable judicial relief, not only in the interest
of current public health and safety but also for the
obvious benefit of future generations.

There is no justifiable reason at this time
to allow the defendant company to perpetuate its
unlawful activities (e.g.continuing to dump coal
ash into unlined holding ponds located adjacent
to the French Broad River while it conducts more
"studies" of the problem. This equates to an indefinite "free-
pass" for on-going illegal activity without any time
constraints imposed as to when compliance begins.

The proposed settlement is either a "cop-out"
by those in your department who are responsible for
the vigorous enforcement of the applicable law on
this subject or the proposed settlement reflects
suspect "political influence" by certain State
officials whose pressures those responsible in your department
are fearful of ignoring lest their careers
be put at risk should they attempt to resist such pressures.
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Please place this comment of record regarding
the proposed settlement and feel free to share it
with your colleagues in NCDENR as well as with the

Department's Secretary.

Duke has dumped 2.7 million tons of coal ash in
large unlined lagoons right on the banks of Mountain Island Lake, the drinking water reservoir for the entire
Charlotte-Gastonia-Mount Holly region. The coal ash is separated from the lake only by earthen berms that
have and are currently leaking thousands of gallons of polluted water into the lake and groundwater. Based
on years’ worth of data documenting these problems (see http://www.catawbariverkeeper.org/our-
work/covekeepers/mountain-island-lake/mountain-island-lake-sampling-results), DENR has stated under oath
that Duke’s unlawful pollution is “a serious danger to the health, safety and welfare of the people of North
Carolina” and “serious harm to the water resources of the State.”

"Both the Asheville Steam Electric Generating Plant and the Riverbend Steam Station are coal-fired electric
generating facilities. Both facilities have state-issued National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) permits that address discharges to surface waters. In addition, both facilities are required to monitor
groundwater. The Asheville plant discharges wastewater to the French Broad River, Lake Julian and an
unnamed tributary of Powell Creek in the French Broad River basin. The Riverbend facility discharges
wastewater to Mountain Island Lake.

At both facilities, monitoring of groundwater at each plant’s compliance boundary revealed levels of chemical
constituents that exceed requirements for groundwater protection. Also, state water quality inspectors believe
that seeps, or releases of liquids not authorized as part of the permitted discharges, have occurred at both
plants.”

| am writing to share my concerns about the proposed Duke Energy/DENR settlement regarding the Riverbend Coal Ash
ponds on Mountain Island Lake. I live on Mountain Island Lake within two miles of the coal ash ponds.

In my view the proposed settlement fails to address several key issues:

1. The level of fine proposed for Duke’s illegal pollution is much too low.

DENR found that Duke has been illegally polluting the lake and that this pollution “pollution is "a serious danger to the
health, safety and welfare of the people of North Carolina" and poses "serious harm to the water resources of the State."
The proposed $36,000 is inappropriately low for the illegal discharge of toxic materials threatening our state’s
water resources.

2. Duke is not required to stop polluting the lake.

The proposed settlement does not require that Duke stop polluting the lake, only that they conduct further studies. Duke
stopped operating the Riverbend Generating Station earlier this year. There is no longer a need to for the unlined coal
ash ponds to remain next to and pollute the water supply for over 800,000 people. Also, while the risk of failure of the
coal ash pond dams may be low, the consequence of such a failure would be catastrophic. The settlement should
require that Duke remove the coal ash and store it in a lined facility.

3. There is no provision for a public hearing on the proposed settlement.

Given the large impact of the coal ash pond pollution, a public hearing should be held so that the public’s voice
can be heard on this issue.
