- The site generated, in any single calendar month, or accumulated at any
time, more than 1 kg (2.2 Ibs) of RCRA acute hazardous waste; or

- The site generated, in any single calendar month, or accumulated at any
time, more than 100 kg (220 lbs) of spill cleanup material contaminated
with RCRA acute hazardous waste and/or

» Treated, Stored and/or Disposed of RCRA Hazardous Wastes on site during
2015
